Examining the Principles and Elements of Design

Becoming a floral designer is a difficult, yet satisfying journey. So much needs to be learned from flower care to shape and size, color, balance, etc. Floral design is very much like any other form of art: there are many “rules” that are to be followed in order to have a visually appealing design. We call these rules the elements and principles of design, and it is very important to know and understand what each is and how it plays a role in your floral designs. 

To sharpen your understanding of these elements and principles, you will be creating a “Floral Design Handbook.” This book is meant to serve you as a pocket guide to all of the elements and principles of design, and should be used as a tool to help you create as well as evaluate designs in the future.

To create this handbook, you will need to include one-half to one page for every element and principle of design:

Proportion/Scale

Balance

Dominance/Emphasis/focal Point

Rhythm – radiation, repetition and transition

Harmony/Unity

Line

Shape & Form

Pattern and Texture

Properties of color (hue, value, and intensity)

Color - Color Schemes –Put on one page, define and show an example of each scheme listed. 

(Monochromatic, Analogous, Complementary, Split complementary, Triadic, Double complement, Alternate Complement, and Tetrad)

Space

Depth/Size

For each of the above elements and principles you must include on the handbook page:

· Definition of the element or principle (5pts per page)

· Ways to achieve the element or principle when designing (3pts per page)

· A visual example/picture of an arrangement that exemplifies the element/principle including how/where the picture shows the element/principle (you can either write this out in sentence form or draw diagraming arrows to certain parts of the arrangement. (2pts per page)

Use your text and the internet to research the elements or principles, and you may use magazines or online sources to find examples, or draw arrangements of your own design.
This project is worth 130 points, (see grading rubric below).
