AGRICULTURE SCIENCES SAFETY AGREEMENT – Mr. Wilson
The agricultural science department is a place with many different environments and opportunities for student learning.  Every student must place a priority on learning and treat this environment in a business like manner.  Students may work with unfamiliar equipment and with tools which, if handled properly, insure the safety of all.  Students have responsibilities which are explained in this agreement.  Failure to abide by these responsibilities will result in the student losing the privilege of being in our lab, greenhouse and/or utilizing our tools and equipment.  

1.  You will be given instructions by your teacher.  You must always listen carefully to the 
instructions and follow them exactly.  If you do not understand something, ASK.

2.  Always report every accident and/or injury, no matter how small.

3.  Locate and be familiar with all safety features explained by your instructor: fire 
extinguishers, fire blankets, eye wash fountains, panic switches and fire exit routes.

4.  Objects may be sitting in the room/labs.  Never touch them unless instructed to do so.  This 
includes unknown substances, food, animals etc.

5.  In horticultural classes you will be using knives, hand shears and wire. Be careful to not to cut yourself or others. 

6.  Never throw any objects in any area of the classroom, lab or shop. 
7.  If appropriate, secure long hair and loose bulky clothing before beginning work.  This is 
especially true when working around open flames or power equipment.

8.  Wear safety glasses when working in areas with a hazardous materials or mechanical 
equipment.

9.  Obey all posted notices.

10. You may be working in areas where you may get dirty.  You are responsible for dressing 
appropriately.

11.  A clean work environment is a vital part of safety.  Always clean your work area before 
leaving class.

12.  If you are uncertain about the safety of any action, ALWAYS ask the instructor first!
